List of Changes:

1. The title was changed to “The Machinic temporality of metadata”
2. The introduction was modified so it explains the article’s main aim in a more explicit way.
3. The major change is that Stiegler’s concept of cinematic time was removed from the main argument. Instead, Guattari’s distinction between human and machinic times was used to develop the main argument regarding the temporality of societies of metadata.
4. A new section on Berardi’s account of the temporality of the attention economy was included. The idea is to show the importance and originality of Guattari’s notions and how they challenge the more traditional understanding of the temporality of the attention economy.
5. The minor typos addressed by the reviewers were corrected.
6. A new section on machinic surplus value and machinic surplus labour was included. In this way, the notion of machinic time and its relation to the issues of labour and value are explained in a more satisfactory manner. This section also helps to clarify the more general notion of the machinic.
7. The conclusion now brings together the concepts of machinic and human time in relation to machinic and social subjection as two poles of societies of metadata. 
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
